Don’t forget you now are required to report damages to the
commission within 45 calendar days. If you haven’t already
registered with the commission’s VirtualDIRT, click here. If
you have registered, be sure to “share” your DIRT data. To
do this, click the “Grant Data” option on the main menu.
DIRT can be accessed via a link on the commission’s
website. Don’t scramble to get started come January. Set up
your account now and play around with the system so you
are ready to go.
